The new shelter construction is coming along
quite nicely. Lately, there have been many
visible signs that show the progress is full
steam ahead.

The brick wall that separates the properties
has gone up. The plumbing and electrical
work have been completed. The steel and
footings for the cement work are being set. By
the time you read this, the cement should be
poured. The new animal shelter is finally on its
way to becoming a reality.

Hopefully, a request for proposals seeking the
operator for the new shelter will be released
soon. The awarding of the operator is a major
decision that cannot wait for the last minute
because there are numerous policies and pro-
cedures, along with budgets and training of
staff and volunteers, which need to be submit-
ted or accomplished prior to the doors of the
new shelter opening.

AFV draws from a group of over 400 volun-
teers that provide more than 7000 hours of
FREE labor. The generous supporters and
donors of AFV provide this organization with
the much needed funding to help animals and
their guardians through our spay/neuter, fos-
ter, adoption, humane education and shelter
shuttle programs. These programs are not
governmentally fundedd they are funded
through individuals or local businesses, which
is exactly why AFV can keep the cost of ser-
vice low and provide top notch animal control
and other services to all of our surrounding
communities.

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AFV Receives Wildomar Animal

Control/Sheltering Contract
Amnesty Offered on All Late Charges
For Wildomar Licenses Purchased by Sept. 30

AFV began providing animal control services
to Wildomar residents on August 1. For resi-
dents who need to purchase dog licenses,
AFV is offering an amnesty period for all late
charges until Sept. 30, so now is the time to
become compliant with the law. License fees
for dogs that are spayed or neutered are $15
for one year, $20 for two years, and $25 for
three years. Fees for dogs that are not spayed
or neutered are $50 for one year, $100 for two
years, and $150 for three years.

You will need to show proof of spay/neuter (if
applicable) and a current rabies vaccination
certificate when purchasing your license. Pur-
chase licenses at the shelter, our Temecula
PETCO adoption shows every Saturday from
9-11 a.m., and at our monthly low cost shot
clinics on the third Saturday of each month,
1:30-3:30 p.m., at the Lake Elsinore City Park
at the corner of Main St. and Limited Ave.

Some were not
found in time and starved or died of thirst in the
PLERpTus defirEeténtperhtlrést Bi§ som&tifhéstuh-n @
believabl e, mands i nhuma
Tﬁeill?clgét }ake me Illc\/na& to rea
y ones found shelter at AFV, at least for a
few days. They were given food and water, a treat
now and then, and walks with friendly volunteers. If
they were really lucky, they were adopted by new
families who gave them the love and compassion

On a happier note, 1342 lost dogs and 52 lost cats
were reunited with their guardians, and 1628 dogs
and 587 cats were adopted into loving new homes.
Another 474 animals were taken in by rescue
groups.

Maybe the future will be better. Maybe people will
wake up to their responsibility to spay and neuter.
Maybe we can reach some of the next generation
through our humane education program that teaches
kids to love and respect all life. Maybe more families
will come to the shelter to adopt instead of paying
hundreds of dollars to purchase puppies and kittens
from backyard breeders and pet stores that sell ani-
mals raised in puppy mills, continuing the endless
cycle of overpopulation.

$26,750 in Spay/Neuter Vouchers Given Out in July

AFV gave out another $26,750 in spay/neuter vouchers in July.
The vouchers paid $100 for dog spay/neuters and $50 for cat
spay/neuters. A total of 208 dogs and 120 cats were altered
with the help of the vouchers. This was the fourth voucher pro-
gram we have sponsored in the past year, for a total of
$69,950 (including $10,000 donated by Riverside County Su-
pervisor Bob Buster).

Pet overpopulation continues to be the most important issue
facing our pets. And it is such a simple problem to solve. If pet
owners would take responsibility for their animals, we could
finally end the deadly cycle of puppies and kittens being born
only to be euthanized because there are not enough homes for
them all. They deserve so much better.

We thank all the veterinarians who have partnered with us
during our voucher programs and we thank everybody who has
contributed to our spay/ neute
together to end pet overpopulation!
