
Shelter pets…heads and tails above the rest! 
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AFV placed 38th in the nation during the first phase of the ASPCA 100K Challenge held earlier this 
summer. We’re now in the second phase of the challenge which runs from August 1 through October 31. 
The shelter or rescue group that adopts, returns to owners or releases to rescue the most animals over 
300 compared to the same period last year will win the top prize of a $100,000 grant from ASPCA. Just 
imagine, we can actually begin our dream of starting a spay/neuter clinic if we win! 
 
Other prizes include a $25,000 grant for the group that comes in second in numbers of lives saved and a 
$20,000 grant will be awarded to to the shelter that comes in first in each of five regions. 
 
AFV held our kick-off event on August 7. Our next special challenge event will be held on Sunday, 
September 11, from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the shelter. Adoption fees (except for applicable spay/neuter 
fees) will be waived on this special day only for military, police and fire families living in Temecula, 
Murrieta, Wildomar, Lake Elsinore, Canyon Lake and Menifee.  Adoptions will continue to be half off 
(plus  applicable spay/neuter fees) for everyone else. See more information on page 5. 
 
Please spread the word far and wide about the importance of adopting a shelter animal instead of 
encouraging backyard breeders and pet stores by purchasing their animals. If you or someone you know 
is considering adding an animal to the family, please come to the shelter first!

Please refer your 
friends and family to the shelter where we have many wonderful, loving animals waiting for “furrever” homes and help us 
win the top prize.  
 
AFV is truly a success story. In 24 years we have accomplished so much and our organization has grown tremendously. 
We provide programs that make a difference in the lives of the animals and the public alike. Performing animal control for 
six cities as well as being a humane organization is quite unique. When animal abuse and neglect are reported, we are 
able to act promptly. We operate 
proactively and the animals benefit. Our 
success is well above average, and we 
work to improve it everyday.

Adoption Fees 
Waived For Seniors! 
 
From now through  
October 31, adoption fees 
will be waived for all seniors 
over 60 years who adopt a 
senior dog over 5 years or a 
cat over 2 years. (Spay/
neuter fee will apply to 
animals needing to be 
altered.) Senior pets make 
great pets for senior humans. 
There’s a senior pet waiting 
right now just for you! 

Why Do I Need to License My Pet? 
 
 
 
 

Well, to begin with, it’s the law! Your pet will also have a much 
better chance of being returned to you should he get lost. 
Consider how lucky these folks were… 
 
In July, we received a lost report via our Lost/Found Reports 
page on our website from someone in Colorado who had found 
a Corgi wearing an AFV license tag. The dog had turned up on 
her porch during a thunderstorm. 
 
With the license tag ID number Shelly Rumbaugh, our lost and 
found clerk, was able to trace the license number to a family 
from Lake Elsinore. She called the cell phone number listed on 
their license form and within five minutes Leo, the lost dog, was 
reunited with his family who was visiting Colorado. They said 
they had been looking high and low for him and were so grateful 
to have been reunited with him. 
 
If your dog is spayed and neutered, license fees are very 
reasonable. If he is not, you will save the price of the surgery in 
just a short time because fees for unaltered animals are much 
higher. With a license you (and the public) can also rest 
assured that, should your animal ever bite someone, there will 
not be a concern that he could have infected the person with 
rabies because licensed dogs must have current rabies 
vaccinations. Be aware that Lake Elsinore cats must also be 
licensed and vaccinated.(A rabies vaccination costs only $6 at 
our monthly low cost vaccination clinics and is good for three 
years for animals over 1 year old.)  
 
For the sake of your peace of mind as well as the public’s 
safety, license your dog today. License Monday through 
Saturday at the shelter, Saturdays from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m. at the 
Temecula PETCO, and the third Saturday of the month at our 
low cost vaccination clinic at Lake Elsinore City Park, Main St. 
and Limited Ave., 1:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. 
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 We would like to thank you for your kindness. On this most sad 
day you helped my family and me say goodbye to Penny in a very 
loving and beautiful way. During this time you allowed the family to 
love, cry and touch our dear Penny as long as we needed. We 
appreciate the special care Penny received. When we walked out 
the door we were sure the right choice was made in bringing her to 
Animal Friends of the Valleys.

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Our next 100K Challenge Event will be held Sunday, September 11,  
from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. On this special day of remembrance, we 
honor our homeless pets by waiving adoption fees (not to include 
spay/neuter fees, if applicable) for the families of military, police and 
firefighters living in the cities we serve (Temecula, Murrieta, 
Wildomar, Lake Elsinore, Canyon Lake and Menifee.) The shelter, 
normally closed on Sundays, will be open for adoptions only on that 
day. 
 
Half off adoptions will apply to all other adopters ($25 minimum, 
does not include spay/neuter fees, if applicable.) Many of the 
animals in the shelter have come to us already spayed or neutered 
so will not incur spay/neuter fees. They will be able to go home the 
same day with approved application. There will be special 
giveaways to those adopting, too. 
 
Bring the family and stay for lunch! Enjoy hot dogs, chips and ice 
cream  from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. Other fun stuff is being planned, too! 
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The shelter has adopted a new mascot, and now he needs a 
name!
