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 $20,000 in Spay/Neuter Vouchers Issued in July 
 

Spay/neuter vouchers for 164 dogs and 78 cats were issued to community residents through a 
$20,000 spay/neuter voucher program sponsored by First District Riverside County Board of 
Supervisor Bob Buster and AFV. The program, which contributed $100 per dog and $50 per 
cat, began on July 25. By August 5 all funds had been exhausted. 
 
Overpopulation is the greatest challenge facing AFV and other shelters. The overwhelming 
response to this vital program shows a pent up need in our community for spay/neuter help. 
We encourage local veterinarians to work even more closely with us to help residents afford 
spay/ neuter surgeries for their pets, and we greatly appreciate donations to our spay/neuter 
program. 
 
If you still need to have your pet spayed or neutered, call our administrative office at  
951-471-8344 to request to be put on the waiting list for our next voucher program.

Message from our Executive Director  

Dear Animal Friends, 
 
AFV has come a long way since February when the tragic fire oc-
curred. Thanks to your generous donations, we were able to pur-
chase and renovate a new puppy/small dog modular which pro-
vides more than twice as much space as the one that was de-
stroyed. The extra space has allowed us to set up a small dog/
puppy isolation room and separate cat isolation room as well as a 
grooming room. New windows, floors, and exhaust fans have been 
installed in each of the animal rooms. We are in the process of 
getting a fire/smoke system installed.  We also have set up an in-
side euthanasia room with a private entrance for the public’s use.  
The animal control and kennel supervisors and foster coordinator 
share a spacious office instead of the cramped quarters they had 
before. The new set up is so much better for animals and staff 
alike. 
 
The whole shelter was given a facelift by Temecula Paint Com-
pany, who donated their time, and Dunn Edwards in Temecula, 
who donated the paint. They painted every modular at the shelter 
in a red, white, and blue scheme which reflects AFV’s spirit. I 
would like to thank all those who have made this renovation such a 
success.
